Again this year there was a very
good entry of portfolios, even
though only one per person was al-
lowed, unlike former times. Indeed
the boards were fully occupied by
the pictures, and given the good at-
tendance of members and visitors
on the night, more entries might
have been a difficulty for showing.

The judge was Steven Herrick, fa-
miliar to CPS members as a capa-
ble and articulate assessor of pho-
tographs. Having had the pictures
for a week before the showing, his
judging went beyond first impres-
sions, one of the benefits of this ar-
rangement. He remarked on the
higRh standard of entries, and sug-

gested half a dozen portfolios
were of standout quality even in
that company. And so eventually
the three portfolios—a winner,
and two highly commended—
were announced.

This year’s winner was Russell
Hunt, with a fine set of portraits
from “Sorry Day”. HC awards
were given to Dave Bassett for
his cemetary images, and to
Brian Jones for a set of close-up
portraits. The images are repro-
duced in this Cassette, and Rus-
sell has contributed an article
about his work.

1. Entries permitted per medium:
1.1 Monochrome Print§en per state. Maxi-
mum number of prints per exhibitortiso.

a. Slides must be standard 50mm x 50mm (2" x

Maximum thickness of mount is .2.5mm (0.1")
Glass over cardboard not accepted.

Slides must be spotted in the lower left hand
corner when viewed and marked with the

maker's NAME, TITLE ,SECTION.

b. Projected Images. images will be submitted g
CD-R.
The maximum horizontal dimension is 1024
pixels and the maximum vertical dimension is
768pixels.
Each image file should be in the RGB JPEG for-
mat and a maximum of 220 kilobytes in size.

c. Prints may be mounted or unmounted but the
overall sizemust not exceed 40cm x
50cmin a vertical or horizontal format.

Minimum print size excluding the mount is

15.5cm x 20cm (6” x 8”). (Limits of 40.7cm|

and 50.9cm to cater for the old standard of

16” x 20" is still acceptable.)

If prints are mounted, the mount must not

exceed 3mm in thickness.

Please note: Conformity to size is vital, so
that all entries can be displayed. A uniform siz
allows the organisers to calculate the space re}
quired on each stand.

When packaging prints it is advisable to

place prints face to face with a sheet of prg

tective tissue (or similar) - between the tw
photographic surfaces.

d. No author’'s name should be visible on the
front of the print.
